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INTRODUCTION

Online/distance learning shall continue to be the preferred mode of
teaching and shall be encouraged

The University will continue conducting online classes, and some
students who prefer to attend online classes rather than physically
attending University, they may be permitted to do so.

Students may attend University only with the written consent of
parents.

Attendance must not be enforced, and must depend entirely on
parental consent

The University will follow the SOP issued by Government of India
and directives of the state government also.

I. STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURES (SOPs) FOR HEALTH,
HYGIENE AND OTHER SAFETY PROTOCOLS BEFORE OPENING OF
UNIVERSITY

a) Ensure proper cleaning and sanitation facilities in the University

™ Arrange for thorough cleaning and disinfecting of all areas, furniture,
equipment, stationery, storage places, water tanks, Kkitchens,
canteen, washrooms, laboratories, libraries, etc. on University
campus and ensure air flow in indoor space.

™ Ensure working hand washing facilities in the University.

™ Ensure availability of key supplies like thermometers, disinfectants,
soaps, etc., and arrange for availability of these essentials. The
thermometer to be used should be a calibrated contact-less infrared
digital thermometer.

b) Form different Task Teams

™ Task Teams such as, Emergency Care Support/Response Team,
General Support Team for all stakeholders, Commodity Support
Team, Hygiene Inspection Team, etc. with earmarked
responsibilities will be helpful.

™ Teachers, students, and other stakeholders deemed fit for being the
members of these task forces may be identified to be the members
of these task forces who will work collaboratively to take strategic
and immediate actions.

c) Seating plan

™ As suggested by the Ministry of Health, there must be at least 6 feet
distance between students in the revised seating plan. It is advisable
to mark the seating that students should occupy.

™ |f there are single-seater desks, simply providing space between the
desks in the classrooms to maintain physical/social distancing of 6
feet will be effective. If benches are XV H G@nd] child one bench
Q R Unay be considered.

™ Similarly, physical/social distancing shall also be maintained in the
staff rooms, office area, and other places of public interaction.

™ |f available, temporary space or outdoor spaces (in case of pleasant
weather) may be utilized for conducting classes, keeping in view the
safety and security of the children and physical distance protocols
